There are those who only appreciate  
the knowledge and/or revelation –  
they hear but don’t practice what they hear 

»  There are those who hear with excitement but have 
no courage to live it out or walk it through in 
obedience. They are always learning but never able 
to come to knowledge of truth that can set them 
free. (2 Timothy 3:7).  

»  They do not mix the Word of truth with faith so that 
they can enter into their rest. The truth learnt is not 
beneficial to them. Even though Herod enjoyed 
listening to John, he never obeyed what he heard 
(Mark 6: 20).  

»  In fact, he became so familiar with it that it never 
brought any conviction to his heart. 



Luke 8:18 ‘Be careful HOW you listen as it will 
determine the depth of revelation you will possess’ 

»  We can hear the Son of God  
or the Carpenter’s son (Matthew 13:55)

»  Suddenly you remember something you 
read, a story you heard – write it down 
and investigate  



An anointing to PRAY 

»  Listen carefully to the pray, release faith  

how: respond verbally, physically  



An anointing to PROPHECY 

»  Will charge everyone’s spirit internally, 
hopes and dreams are recalled and 
brought back to remembrance.  
Why?  To keep them alive, to keep them active 

 

»  Words will begin to bubble up in your 
heart. 



An anointing to HEAL 

»  The atmosphere is charged with faith to heal, 
we are looking for anyone who responds in 
faith or we are looking for someone who is 
sick. 

»  The revelation of the man with the hand ‘are 
you willing’ I know you can but are you willing?  

Matthew 8:2-3 

and a leper came to Him and bowed down before Him, and 
said, "Lord, if You are willing, You can make me clean." 
Jesus stretched out His hand and touched him, saying, "I am 
willing; be cleansed." And immediately his leprosy was 
cleansed.
